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The Parliamentarian shall ensure proper decorum at all board meetings.  If the Parliamentarian is absent, the President shall appoint another board member to fulfill his duties for that meeting until the Parliamentarian returns to said meeting.

While a student at Grace King, Scott was a member of the Football Team and Swim Team and served as President of the Drama Club as well as a member of Key Club and the school newspaper. After graduating, he went on to serve in the Louisiana Army National Guard while attending Louisiana State University.

Scott went to work with the Orleans Parish Criminal Sheriff’s Office before moving on to a career with the New Orleans Police Department rising to the rank of Patrol Officer II. After leaving NOPD, Scott became a Real Estate Agent and small scale developer while working in Insurance Claims and Risk Management. He is still active in both ventures as co owner of Access Claims Service and Hacienda Group LLC Development Corporation. Scott continues to work heavily on recovery efforts in New Orleans as aide to the Honorable Cynthia Hedge-Morrell of City Council District D.  

Organizational Background

His civic involvement began in 1990 as a member of the United Latins of Louisiana, a non partisan political organization, eventually serving on its board as Public Relations Director.
